World Council Assembly 
Is About to Meet

Nearly 150 Churches From Forty Countries 
Represented Among 1400 to Attend

Geneva—Churches in coun­
tries from victor and defeated 
nations alike in the last war 
will send delegates to the first 
assembly of the World Council 
of Churches. The assembly, to 
be held from August 22 to 
September 5 in Amsterdam, 
Holland, promises to be the most 
representative gathering of 
Christian churches in history, 
according to officials at World 
Council headquarters here. One 
hundred forty-eight Church 
bodies in about 40 countries 
have joined the World Council, 
which is intended to give the 
Churches an official and per­
manent instrument for co-oper­
ative witness and action on a 
world-wide basis. Some of the 
member bodies are in exile or 
immigration or organized on a 
non-national basis. In addition, 
a number of other Churches 
which do not yet hold member­
ship in the Council, including 
several from Africa, will be rep­
resented at Amsterdam by nop- 
voting delegates, observers and 
visitors.

In all, approximately 1,400, 
persons are expected to attend 
the Amsterdam assembly, which 
will formally constitute the 
World Council after 10 years 
as a provisional body. They will 
include 450 official delegates; 
350 alternate delegates; 100* 
youth delegates ; and 500 frater­
nal delegates, accredited vis­
itors, observers, consultants, 
press and radio representatives 
and staff members. THE WIT­
NESS is to be represented, by 
Bishop Lane Barton, Mrs. Henry 
Hill Pierce and the Rev. Ray­
mond Maxwell.

Addition of Japan to the list

of countries whose Churches 
have joined leaves only Russia 
among the major nations of the 
world still unrepresented by 
Churches in the World Council. 
The World Council has made it 
clear to the Church of Russia 
that its participation is urgent­
ly desired, but no final decision 
has yet been reached by the 
Moscow patriarchate concerning 
membership, according to W. A. 
Visser ’t  Hooft, general secre­
tary of the World Council. 
Neither has definite word been 
received from the Orthodox 
Churches in Bulgaria, Yugosla­
via and Roumania concerning 
their eventual participation.

T h e  Amsterdam assembly 
will be devoted to future plan­
ning for the World Council and 
to addresses, study and discus­
sion on the assembly theme, 
“Man’s Disorder and God’s De­
sign.” Opportunities for prayer 
and fellowship will be provided 
in more than a score of wor­
ship and communion services 
and confessional meetings.

All the delegates will be di­
vided into four study sections 
and four assembly committees, 
which will hold separate meet­
ings for five days of the assem­
bly. Following this, each sec­
tion and -committee will report 
at plenary sessions for the en­
tire assembly’s consideration 
and action.

The study sections will deal 
with four aspects of the assem­
bly theme: No. I. “The Univer­
sal Church in God’s Design,” 
(the nature of the Church) ; 
No. II. “God’s Design and Man’s 
Witness” (evangelism) ; No. III. 
“The Church and the Disorder

of Society ;” and No. IV. “The 
Church and International Dis­
order.” Four book-length re­
ports, prepared by international 
commissions in which more than 
200 theologians and lay leaders 
participated, will aid the study 
sections in their work.

Committees will recommend 
future policv of the Council; 
deal with its administration; 
study four “concerns” of the 
churches: the Christian attitude 
to the Jews, the place of women 
in the Church, lav training, re­
construction, inter-church aid.

The five provisional presidents 
of the Council will alternate in 
presiding at the plenary ses­
sions. They are Pastor Marc 
Boegner, president of the Prot­
estant Federation of France; 
Archbishop Erling Eidem, pri­
mate of the Church of Sweden; 
Archbishop Geoffrey Fisher of 
Canterbury; Archbishop D .Ger­
manos of Thyateira, with see in 
London; and Dr. John R. Mott, 
former president of the Inter­
national Missionary Council.

Dr. Mott and the Rev. Daniel 
T. Niles, a district evangelist of 
the Mqthodist Church of Cey­
lon and a leader in student 
Christian Movements in India 
and Ceylon, will speak at the 
opening worship service Sunday, 
August 22, in Amsterdam’s New 
Church.

The development of the ecu­
menical movement will be traced 
at the opening day’s evening 
meeting at the Concert Hall, 
under the theme, “How God 
Has Led Us.” Speakers will be 
Bishop G. K. A. Bell of Chi­
chester, England; Bishop Yngve 
Brilioth of Vax jo, Sweden; the 
Rev. John Mackay, president of 
Princeton Theological Semin­
ary, and Pastor Boegner.

The assembly program will be 
outlined at the morning session 
Mondav. August 23, by the Rev. 
Samuel M. Cavert, general sec­
retary of thVJTederal Council of
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Churches of Christ in America, 
and chairman of the committee 
on arrangements for the assem­
bly. Pastor Boegner will pre­
sent resolutions and W. A. Vis- 
ser ’t Hooft, general secretary 
of the World Council, will give 
the policy report.

At the afternoon session, 
Prof. Karl Barth of the Univer­
sity of Basle, Switzerland, will 
speak on the assembly theme 
and Prof. C. H. Dodd of Cairn 
bridge University, England, will 
discuss the Biblical basis of the 
subjects to be considered by the 
four sections.

One of the ministers of the 
Netherlands Government will 
greet the delegates at a state 
reception in the hall of the Rijks

Dulles* New York politician, and 
Prof. Joseph L. Hromadka of 
University of Prague, Czecho­
slovakia.

A boat ride through Amster­
dam, which will be illuminated 
for Queen Wilhelmina’s 50th 
anniversary celebration, will be 
taken by the delegates in the 
evening.

Meetings of the study sec­
tions and assembly commit­
tees will occupy the delegates 
in the mornings and afternoons 
of August 25, 26,27 and 28 and 
the mornings of August 30 and 
31. First reports will be given 
the afternoon of August 30, 
and these will continue through 
September 3.

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Minority in Philippines 
Recognized by Court

Bishop of Major Faction Plans to Introduce 
Letter of Bishop Binsted in His Appeal

Manila, (RNS) — B i s h o p  
Juan Jamais, leader of the min­
ority faction of the Philippine 
Independent (the Aglipayan) 
Church, is the “actual and legi­
timate Supreme Bishop of the 
Church,” according to a ruling 
here by the Manila Court of the 
First Instance.

The court denied a request by 
Supreme Bishop Isabelo De Los 
Reyes, Jr., head of the majority 
faction, and his predecessor, 
Bishop Gerardo M. Bayaca, 
plaintiffs, that Bishop Santiago 
Fonacier, predecessor of Bishop 
Jamais, deliver church proper­
ties and funds to them.

Judge Conrado Barrios ruled 
that Bishops De Los Reyes and 
Bayaca do not have a legal right 
to the name and properties of 
the Church because “they are 
no longer members of the Agli­
payan Church as they have ab­
jured the doctrine of this 
Church by embracing that of 
the Protestant Episcopal Church 
of the United States.”

The court also held that the 
election of Bishops Bayaca and 
De Los Reyes successively as 
Supreme Bishop was null and 
void, having been held contrary 
to the constitutional rules of 
the Church. The court ruling is 
expected to bring about a re­
versal of a former decision of 
the department of public in­
struction temporarily recogniz­
ing the majority faction as the 
true Church and De Los Reyes 
as its legitimate Bishop.

T h e  department’s decision 
was valid only pending action 
by the Court of the First In­
stance which has had the mat­
ter under consideration for 
more than two years.

However, Bishop Isabelo De 
Los Reyes, Jr., whose consecra­
tion along with two others 
came as the result of action tak­
en at the 1947 meeting of the 
House of Bishops of the Episco­

pal Church, has declared that 
he will appeal the action taken 
by the court. He said the court’s 
finding that the majority fac­
tion were “no longer members 
of the Aglipayan Church as 
they have abjured the doctrine 
of this Church by embracing 
that of the Protestant Episco­
pal C h u r c h  of the United

States,” was not based on canon 
law.

The court failed to consider, 
Bishop De Los Reyes said, a 
recent statement made by Suf­
fragan Bishop Robert F. Wil- 
ner of the Philippine Mission­
ary District of the Protestant 
Episcopal Church in the U. S. 
This statement, he explained, de­
clared the Aglipayan Church 
to be distinct and separate 
from the Protestant Episcopal 
Church. Bishop De Los Reyes 
said that if he failed in his 
attempt for a reconsideration 
of the verdict of the Manila 
Court of the First Instance, he

would take the case to the 
Court of Appeals.

At the new trial, Bishop De 
Los Reyes said he would intro­
duce a statement made by Prot­
estant Episcopal Bishop Norman 
Spencer Binsted of the Mission­
ary District of the Philippines. 
This statement asserts that in 
conveying apostolic consecra­
tion to Bishop De Los Reyes 
and two others, the American 
• Church did not grant them the 
authority or the jurisdiction to 
exercise their offices as bishops 
of the Protestant Episcopal 
Church, nor did their consecra­
tion mean that they, were re­
ceived as members of the Epis­
copal Church.

“The Philippine Church is as 
independent today of the Prot­
estant Episcopal Church as be­
fore the consecration of Bishop 
De Los Reyes and the two 
other bishops,” the Binsted 
statement s a i d .  “The two 
Churches aren’t even in com­
munion. Before such an inter­
communion could be recognized 
a concordat would have to be 
concluded^ with the approval of 
the governing bodies of the two 
distinct Churches. The present 
relationship is therefore simply 
one of mutual friendship which 
makes closer cooperation pos­
sible.”

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Temple Letters Stir Up

London (RNS)—Two hither­
to unpublished letters by Wil­
liam Temple, late Archbishop of 
Canterbury, to the Roman Cath­
olic apostolic delegate in Eng­
land have been printed in the 
Church Times and stirred a con­
siderable controversy. T h e y  
were sent to the magazine by 
Canon J. A. Douglas, formerly 
general secretary of the Church 
of England council on foreign 
relations, with a note stating 
that the late Archbishop hoped 
they would lead the way for 
official cooperation between the 
Vatican and non-Roman Chris­
tians “on all matters not in­
volving dogma and historical 
conflicts which divide Christen- 
dom.” The first letter, sent in 
October, 1943, sympathetically 
referred to restrictions imposed 
on the Pope by . the German oc­
cupation in Rome. The second, 
written on Good Friday, 1944, 
asked the representative of the 
Vatican to forward another mes­
sage of sympathy to the Pope, 
and included a prayer for early 
peace that “the whole fellow­
ship of Christ’s disciples may 
be so guided by the Holy Ghost 
that we may together declare 
the Christian principles for or­
dering of human life.”

Canon Douglas, called to task 
for the delay in making the let­
ters public, accepted full respon­
sibility for the delay. He stated 
that some weeks after the Arch­
bishop’s death the Vatican inti­
mated there was no objection 
to immediate publication. How­
ever vacancy of the Canterbury 
see and other circumstances, he 
said, caused him to withhold 
the letters. He explained fur­
ther that he decided to make 
the letters public at this time 
because the Lambeth Confer­
ence is in session and the assem­
bly of the World Council of 
Churches is about to meet at 
Amsterdam. It was apparent 
that he believed they would 
have considerable influence on 
their deliberations.

That the letters have been

“wishfully misread” 1 was the 
opinion expressed editorially by 
the Catholic Herald. According 
to this journal the letters were 
nothing more “than a warm ex­
pression of commiseration at a 
time when the scales were heav­
ily weighed against Christen­
dom.”

“There was absolutely no 
question of negotiations of any 
kind,” the Herald stated. “Nev­
ertheless, the release of the full 
texts of both letters while the

Lambeth Conference is in ses­
sion gave rise to several unwar­
ranted assumptions.

“The unfounded reunion no­
tion, which is strongly deplored 
in Anglican circles, owes its per­
sistence partly to press deduc­
tions and partly to the sugges­
tion that the Lambeth Confer­
ence might be a convenient plat­
form for renewed talks on the 
question.

“Undoubtedly, many Angli­
cans believe that in the present 
state of the world, joint Chris- 
tion action is obviously neces­

sary and ideal. That is why the 
best informed regret the wild 
hopes that have been resur­
rected without good reason in 
the last few days.”

On the other hand a Church 
of England group in South Af­
rica has issued a statement de­
nouncing what they call “secret 
negotiations.” The statement 
charged that the secrecy sur­
rounding these negotiations and 
the fact that they are to be 
discussed at a closed session of 
the Lainbeth Conference of An­
glican bishops in London are in 
line with a century-old attempt 
to destroy the Protestant re­
formed character of the Church 
of England.

“The Church of England in 
South Africa is convinced,” the 
statement declared, “that re­
union with Rome is neither de­
sirable nor possible while she 
remains unreformed according 

.to New Testament standards 
and denies the right of full re­
ligious liberty.to all but Roman 
Catholics.”

Signers of the statement were 
the Rev. R. F. Pearce, vicar gen­
eral of the Church of England 
in South Africa; the Rev. S. C. 
Bradley, deputy vicar general, 
and Mr. Gordon Mills, registrar.

BISHOP CARSON 
IS DEAD

Port au Prince, Haiti — Bish­
op Harry R. Carson, retired 
Bishop of Haiti, died here on 
July 13. After serving a number 
of churches in Louisiana, he 
went to Panama as a mission­
ary. He was elected Bishop of 
Haiti in 1923, retiring in 1943. 
During part of the time he was 
also Bishop of the Dominican 
Republic and the Panama Canal 
Zone.

Tokyo (RNS) — According 
to JAPAN FOR CHRIST, Chris­
tian magazine published here, 
the Episcopal Church of Japan 
has ten parishes, 222 churches;

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E D I T O R I A L S  |
The Thing to Watch
THE first assembly of the World Council of 

Churches, described by officials as “the most 
representative gathering of Christian Churches 
in history”, is about to meet. Its program is pre­
sented in a news story in this number. There will 
be reports in numbers to follow by three repre­
sentatives of THE WITNESS attending the as­
sembly: Bishop Lane W. Barton of Eastern Ore­
gon; Mrs. Henry Hill Pierce of New York; the 
Rev. Raymond Maxwell who, for the past two 
years, has been doing relief work in Europe.

There is no journal of the Episcopal Church 
which has been more vigor­
ous in supporting Church un­
ity than we have. We shall 
continue to support it, and 
hope that events a t Amster­
dam will be such as to enlist 
bur enthusiasm. But it is well 
to be forewarned that there 
will be influential p e o p l e  
there whose main aim will be 
to make the World Council a 
propaganda tool for reaction.
They will dress it up with fine 
p h r a s e s  like “preserving 
Christian civilization in the 
western world” but what they 
will actually mean is that the 
Churches should line up in 
the drive to crush the dem­
ocratic people’s movements, 
which threaten their cartel 
business monopolies. If these 
forces are victorious at Am­
sterdam, the World Council 
will be still-born. If on the 
other hand the delegates for­
mulate genuinely Christian principles and then 
set up a world organization that will boldly and 
constructively seek to apply them in concrete sit­
uations, then there will have been created a pow­
erful agency for exhibiting afresh to the world 
the character and unity of the Christian Church.

Why We Do It
ANE of our readers recently wrote us the fol- 
”  lowing criticism: “Why do you write so much 
about social and political problems and so little, 
comparatively, about theological problems and re­

ligious activities? (I mean editorially; you do 
pretty well in your news columns.) Surely the 
Christian religion is an intensely personal thing 
and its concern is with human souls, regardless 
of the social milieu in which they happen to live. 
Of course, all of us ought to be concerned, as cit­
izens, with social, economic and even political life. 
But a paper which is a religious publication and 
represents, though unofficially, the Episcopal 
Church, ought to be much more concerned with 
religion than with politics. You might even deal 
with theology! ”

We have pondered our critic’s question and we 
believe that the answer to it is two-fold. First, the 

reason for our frequent edito­
rializing on social and econ­
omic problems is that we 
have an ardent belief in de­
mocracy and that we see it se­
riously threatened today on 
many fronts. As a Christian 
religious paper we are con­
cerned with the fate of de­
mocracy as a parent for his 
child. For the C h r i s t i a n  
Church is in history the cre­
ator of democracy. A pro­
found working belief in the 
Incarnation empowered the 
early Church to create out of 
the collapsed oligarchy of the 
Roman Empire a new faith 
and order in Europe which, 
with all its many faults, was 
a real democracy, that is, a 
new spirit and method of or­
ganizing fellowship on the 
basis of freedom for the com­
mon man. There are rampant 
in the world today all the old 

enemies of Christianity and her offsprings dem­
ocracy. The old tyrannies and oligarchies of the 
early Christian centuries have new names today 
but their principles are the same and the Church's 
duty to fight them is the same.

Second, we agree with our critic that the Chris­
tian Church’s first duty and privilege is to min­
ister intensively to individual human souls and 
that she is bound to do this devotedly and per­
sistently no matter what sort of civilization—or 
lack of civilization—her children may be im­
mersed in. But we also believe—as we presume 
our critic does too—that the Church has the duty

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of trying to build the Kingdom of God on earth,— 
a fellowship of all God’s children, rather than a 
machine with human cogs. In an atmosphere -of 
fascism—democracy’s evil, antithesis—the teach­
ing and practicing of Christian faith and life 
languishes inevitably, because we are members 
one of another, for evil as for good. We share a 
common humanity with the sinners, the violent, 
the greedy, and we cannot but be affected by the 
noxious atmosphere which they generate. Only 
true saints and heroes are immune from the be­
numbing effects of the prevailing climate. So we 
feel it our duty to fight the enemies of democracy 
wherever we see them, if for no better reason 
than to help give our faithful priests and teach­
ers a better break for fruitful teaching of the 
Christian faith and life. If we fail in this fight 
and the next few generations are forced to live in 
a regime of fascism—under one name or another 
—we, or our successors, will continue to teach 
and try  hard to practice the essentials of Chris­
tian faith and life. And under such possible evil 
and sad conditions, the inculcation of s o u n d  
Christian doctrine will be more vitally necessary 
for our children’s children than ever before.

But, we repeat, the immediate challenge is to 
rally for a fight without quarter against the en­
emies of Christianity’s child, democracy, whether 
Tn the shape of a Mundt Bill (now happily de­
funct), racial hatreds or the blind reliance on 
suicidal war to right the wrongs of a desperately 
sick world which needs nothing so much as the 
militant preaching of the doctrine of the Incarna­
tion,—God present in his world ready to  recreate 
and reorganize human fellowship.

* |  The Jesus of the Parables, by Charles W. F.
Smith. Westminster Press, $3.00

The author, now rector of St. Andrew’s Church, 
Wellesley, Mass., was formerly associated with 
the College of Preachers in Washington. There 
he had wide experience in sampling and criticiz­
ing current homiletical interpretations of scrip­
ture. In a sense this new book on the parables is 
a continuation of that work, likely to prove at 
first disturbing but ultimately constructively 
helpful to the average preacher in his treatment 
of these most popular but often widely misunder­
stood sayings of Jesus.

The method employed by the author is to trace 
first the historical background which gave rise 
to the parables as the chief offensive weapon in 
the historic mission of Jesus to his people. 
Against this background Mr. Smith goes on to 
present a detailed exegesis of about forty par­
ables, consistently applying to each the principles 
laid down in the earlier portions of the book. 
In a closing chapter he emphasizes the important 
point that the relevance of the parables to the 
Church today is not obscured but rather clarified 
by such an historical approach.

When we approach the parables in this way, 
“we find the Church faced with the solemn re­
sponsibilities of Israel and subject to the' judg­
ments which fall in greater and not less measure 
on ‘the household of God’. It is first of all a mis­
sionary obligation. Truth cherished is tru th  lost 
until it is shared. No exclusiveness can narrow 
the field, nor any considerations, dogmatic, eccles­
iastical, social or personal be allowed to keep us 
from whatever will implement the Church’s God- 
given purpose.” This is a book which it is to be 
hoped not only the clergy but laymen seeking 
fresh insight into the mind of Christ will study 
and ponder. —OSCAR J. F. SEITZ

H * Youth After Conflict by Goodwin Watson.
Association Press, $3.00

Mr. Watson, through dipping into the peri­
odicals, school papers, speeches and analyzing 
the dramatic arts of America’s post-war periods, 
shows what happens to our youth after hostili­

ties. His thesis is that the increase in delinquency, 
relaxing of moral standards, etc., is not so much 
due to the war excitement itself but induced by 
the basic (r) evolutionary crises which make wars 
necessary. Most of the findings will not be new 
to many people. However, all should find the 
author’s, and others’, guesses of what our youth­
ful element will be like in the 1950s of interest. 
A decidedly bad feature of the book is the deplor­
able lack of conscientious proof-reading. Typo­
graphical errors abound and both slow the read­
er’s tempo and awaken his temper.

ON M AKING W O RD S SE R V E  O TH ERS

SKILL with words is said to be acquired, not in- jj 
nate, and if this is so it is a shame that more 

of us are not adept at using words to build up the 
morale of others. Perhaps 
we are too busy seeking 
ways to build up our own. 
Our awkwardness is due to 
lack of the frequent prac­
tice associated with real in­
terest.

(You will recall the classic 
story by W. W. Jacobs about 
the unhandsome sailor who 
was ordered to stay below 

decks, lest he frighten away the Captain’s sea 
serpent. One of his friends said, “Cheer up, many 
an ugly face ’ides an honest ’eart,” and was pro­
foundly shocked by the ingratitude of the unfor­
tunate one.)

It has been my lot to know a half dozen people 
in whom the gift of saying the right thing in the 
right way was developed beyond mere skill or art. 
Their gift was so lovely it shone with a special 
grace. One of these people could clothe another’s 
work with importance by the use of a single word. 
Something glowingly incomplete this person 
would call a “fragment”—and somehow it was 
made to seem better without unnecessary or over­
done completeness. Something rather small would 
be called “tiny”, and thus charged with patient 
delicacy, like a carved cherry pit.

To describe such people is impossible ; to quote 
them is usually unimpressive. To envy them is 
not wrong, if we remember that to imitate them 
is always, and immediately, rewarding.
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Orthodox to Establish 
Close Relations

Moscow Conference Declares That the Roman 
Church Is Both Incompatible and Hostile

Moscow, (RNS) — A decision 
to establish close relations with 
Anglican a n d  P r o t e s t a n t  
Church throughout the world 

r was made here by leaders of a 
group of Eastern O r t h o d o x  
Churches, most of them affili­
ated with the Moscow Patri­
archate.

The patriarchs and exarchs, 
attending a Pan-Orthodox Con­
ference called by Moscow Pa­
triarch Alexei, agreed that the 
Protestant Churches—especial­
ly the Anglican—follow canons 
and rites similar to those of 
Orthodoxy, which establish a 

IT basis for understanding between 
them.

At the same time the Confer­
ence decided against participa- 

- tion in the Assembly of the 
. World Council on the ground 

that the ecumenical movement 
pursues mostly political, anti­
democratic, and not religious 
aims. (See page 3 & 7, t h i s  
week).

The Orthodox leaders decided 
not to approach the Roman 
Catholic Church, which they 
said was incompatible and hos­
tile.

They agreed to establish a 
closer union among Orthodox 
Churches and named Patriarch 
Alexei to assume the leading 
role in this movement. Repre­
sentatives of the O r t h o d o x  

' Churches of Romania and Bul- I  garia lent enthusiastic support 
to Alexei’s nomination. T h e  
M o s c o w  Patriarch was ac- 
claimed by them as a leading 
force among Orthodox Church- 

; es.
js T h e  Pan-Orthodox Confer­

ence was held during celebra- 
i tions marking the 500th anni- 
I versary of the independence of 
[ the Russian Orthodox Church. 

Patriarchs, exarchs, and lesser 
prelates from Yugoslavia, Ro­
mania, Bulgaria, Turkey, Leb- 

I anon, Albania, Poland, Czecho­

slovakia, Austria, Holland, Chi­
na and the United States a t­
tended the anniversary celebra­
tions, which were c o n c l u d e d  
with a two-hour l i t u r g y  in 
Troitsky ’(Trinity) Cathedral at 
Zagorsk, a village 45 miles from 
Moscow.

After the service, the eccles­
iastics attended a dinner in the 
Cathedral’s dining hall, built in 
thè 17th century to serve czars 
who visited the patriarch.

Before returning to their own 
countries, the prelates attended 
a memorial service at the grave 
of Patriarch Tikhon, who died 
in 1925, and is buried in Don­
skoy Cemetery here. Patriarch 
Tikhon was imprisoned by the 
Soviet authorities in the early 
1920s for opposing the Com­
munist regime.

During their stay in Moscow, 
the visiting churchmen r o d e  
about in new Zis luxury auto­
mobiles. The cars, which resem­
ble Cadillacs, were made at the 
Stalin automobile plant.

Glenn Honored
Carlisle, Pa. — The Rev. C. 

Leslie Glenn, r e c t o r  of St. 
John’s, Washington,. D. C. re­
ceived the honorary degree of 
doctor of sacred theology at the 
convocation of Dickinson Col­
lege. He was cited as clergyman 
and author, the president stat­
ing that Glenn’s “busy pen has 
supplied trenchant and s t i m ­
ulating articles to the religious 
press.”

Ruling School
New York — News from Rul­

ing School has been infrequent 
in the past ten years. The China 
Inland Mission now reports con­
tinued good use made of the 
plant. Ruling is a summer re­
sort in the mountains of central 
China, in the province of Kiang-

si, w h e r e  many missionaries 
and other foreigners had sum­
mer homes and where a school 
for foreign children, especially 
from missionary families, was 
opened in 1919 under Presby­
terian and Episcopal Church 
auspices. During the war the 
buildings were used by some 
isolated missionaries to care for 
Chinese refugee children.

The Ruling School board in 
China has felt that not enough 
children were available as yet 
to warrant reopening but the 
China Inland Mission with a 
large staff in western China has 
needed such a school. With the 
consent of the managers in Chi­
na and the trustees in the Unit­
ed States, the school property 
was leased to the CIM in 1947 
for three years at a nominal 
rental. The headmaster writes 
that “the children are very hap­
py, and another fifty are ex­
pected in September.”

Ground Breaking
Savannah, Ga. — Senior and 

junior choirs of the new St. 
Mathew’s Church here led guest 
ministers and parish officials in 
a procession to the four corners 
of the lot where ground was 
broken and blessed where a new 
c h u r c h  is soon to be built. 
Ground was broken first by Mrs. 
Eliza P. DeVeaux, 92, the oldest 
member of the parish, and she 
was followed by Iverness Dukes, 
one of the youngest. The Rev. 
Gustave H. Caution is the rec­
tor of the parish which is the 
result of the merger of St. Ste­
phen’s and St. Augustine’s. The 
preacher at the service was the 
Rev. Henry W. Murph, pastor 
of St. Philip’s, and American 
Methodist Episcopal congrega­
tion of this city.

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Laboratory School
Des Moines, Iowa — Interna­

tional relations was a children’s 
theme in East Des Moines. Qui­
etly and without fanfare, some 
100 youngsters who live in the 
area were taught the funda­
mentals of “one world”—kind­
liness and tolerance, knowledge 
and understanding of other peo­
ple and other races. The chil­
dren attended a l a b o r a t o r y  
school for Iowa church teachers 
sponsored by the Iowa Inter­
church Council. The school was 
called a laboratory because stu­
dent teachers spent three hours 
each morning watching trained 
instructors conduct a vacation 
school for the children.

In the afternoons, the stu­
dent teachers from all over the 
state attended lecture courses. 
“The Local Church and t h e  
Global Gospel” was the theme. 
Evenings, the church school in­
structors and prospective teach­
ers availed themselves of “en­
richment” programs, learning 
more about helps to teaching 
such as movie projectors, pup­
pets and other visual aid tech­
niques.

With the nursery and kinder­
garten children, the emphasis 
was on supervised play and 
thoughtfulness among them­
selves. The nursery youngsters, 
from 3 to 5, learned to share 
their blocks and dolls. They also 
had their own simple worship 
program. Kindergarteners, 5 to 
7,' were given opportunities for 
self-expression in such things 
as finger painting and clay mold­
ing. They sat in a group and

listened to stories—t r a i n i n g  
their powers of concentration. 
In the primary department, chil­
dren 8 to 10 gave close atten­
tion to stories about. children 
across the sea. Their handwork 
and worship was coordinated 
with the missionary theme. Jun­
ior and junior high groups (11 
through 16) directed study, ac­
tivities and worship on China. 
There were exhibits of Chinese 
handcraft and art, maps and 
clay models of villages to illus­
trate stories. One group built a 
miniature Chinese scene, with 
pagoda and bridges. The junior 
high group made Chinese let­
ters, using them on posters pro­
claiming a Chinese Christian 
slogan. This group also learned 
to sing—in Chinese—the Chi­
nese national anthem.

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NEW BISHOP FOR 
JAPAN

Tokyo: — The Rev. Pai$ Ich­
iro , Ueda, rector of Mejiro 
Church here and chairman of 
the Japanese Church’s depart­
ment of evangelism, was elected 
bishop for the diocese of Hok­
kaido on June 17 at a synod of 
that-diocese. Subject to the con­
sents of the bishops and dio­
ceses, his c o n s e c r a t i o n  is 
planned either for the Feast of 
the Transfiguration, August 6, 
or St. Bartholomew’s Day, Aug­
ust 24, Bishop M a e k a w a  of 
South Tokyo acting for Presid­
ing Bishop Yashiro who is at 
the Lambeth« Conference. Mr. 
Ueda attended the V i r g i n i a  
Theological Seminary.

The diocese of H o k k a i d o , »  
which includes all the northern 
island of Japan, was organized 
in 1896, with missionaries from 
the English Church Missionary 
S o c i e t y .  The area of 45,000 
square miles has a population 
of some three million, including 
several thousand Ainus, the ab­
origines of Japan, among whom 
the Japanese Church’ mission­
ary society hopes to do some 
work when recovery from pres­
ent postwar destitution is far­
ther along.

The Hokkaido bishopric has 
been vacant since Bishop Mae­
kawa was transferred to South 
Tokyo in 1947. It is not yet up 
to pre-war strength but the fig­
ures for 1946 and 1947 show 
progress. Eleven clergy, caring 
for fifteen churches, have 1,546 
Church members, including 827 
communicants. The 1941 report 
showed. 1,989 members.

Recognition Urged
Detroit, Mich. — Bishop Em- 

rich was joined by 32 of his 
clergy in a petition to the Lam­
beth Conference asking that 
steps be taken for “immediate 
full communion” with the Unit­
ed Church of South India.

I t’s like the 
battle of Hampshire Grants all 
over again, 175 years after the 
indomitable Ethan Allen and 
his Green Mountain Boys sal­
lied into.the land dispute be­
t we en  New York and New 
Hampshire. For the question of 
land titles has again come out 
into the open.

Armed with legal documents, 
instead of muskets, as weapons, 
the men of Cavendish, owners 
under the New York charter, 
are prepared to fight in court 
for their acres, which are cov­
ered by a recent claim of the 
Diocese of Vermont under an 
earlier New Hampshire grant. 
Word that the farms which 
have been in their families for 
generations may be Church 
land, granted long before Ver­
mont became a state, came as a 
surprise to the owners of some 
314 acres including valuable 
timberland. The Town of Cav­
endish, which has collected tax­
es on this tract for a century 
and a half, and now owns about 
half the acreage claimed by the

diocese, is likewise prepared to 
defend the property which offi­
cials believe is theirs.

Through a lumberman, Clar­
ence Barlow of Mount Holly, 
who has leased the land from 
the Church, with rights to cut 
timber “as long as grass grows 
and water flows,” a surveying 
will soon be undertaken.

Task of the surveyors will be 
to determine the exact location 
of the boundaries of Church lots 
under the New Hampshire char­
ter of 1761. Work of the courts 
will be to decide which has the 
more valid claim, the Church 
under the 1761 grant or the 
■present owners under the New 
York patent of 1772.
